We are writing to ask for your support. As you know, The American Druze Society is a
501(c) (3) non-profit organization that strives to sustain the Druze identity and traditions
while assisting in preserving the American family life, and by performing charitable and
civic programs for the betterment of the home, family, and domestic relations.

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We, at the ADS Houston Chapter, remain committed to a clear guiding mission and to
clear guiding values. Our children are the seeds of the future. We have faith, hope, and
unconditional love for them. We want them to experience the enduring success that
results from an excellent education. Such excellence requires a significant financial
investment in their lives. We must remain steadfast in providing worthy ambitious youth
the opportunity for a value added higher education.

We share these beliefs with you hoping to inspire you to action. It bears repeating that
there is no greater privilege and honor than to touch the heart, inspire the mind, and lead
a child to a brighter future.
